LOrna headlines the first music acts confirmed for
Marisquino 2026

o One of the most magnetic and disruptive voices of the moment will perform at
the next edition of the festival, taking place in Vigo from 6 to 9 August.

by some of the new sensibilities emerging from Spain’s urban scene.

Vigo, 19 May 2026 | Marisquifio unveils the first music acts confirmed for its 2026 edition,
which will take place in Vigo from 6 to 9 August, with three of the most singular and distinctive
projects from the new urban scene. LOrna leads this first wave of confirmations, which also
includes El Virtual and Fresquito y Mango: three different projects, each with its own creative
universe, helping to capture how Spanish urban music is evolving.

With LOrna as one of the most magnetic and disruptive voices of the moment, this first
announcement is completed by the emotional and introspective world of El Virtual and the
fresh, free-spirited urban pop of Fresquito y Mango. Trap, rap, pop melodies and digital culture
come together in a line-up that reflects a generation able to blend styles and references with
total ease.

The three artists come to the festival through Jagermusic, the music programme run by
Jagermeister, which has spent more than a decade supporting emerging talent and building a
space where experimentation, diversity and genuine support for those starting to make their
way in music can coexist.

Music programming is part of Marisquifio’s identity. Every summer, the festival turns Vigo into
a meeting point for action sports and urban culture. Concerts, DJ sets and Freestyle Rap
battles will take place around Samil beach, a privileged setting facing the Cies Islands and
firmly established as the festival’s epicentre, where most of the sporting competitions and
showcases are also held.

Marisquifio will soon reveal the full programme for this year’s edition, which will be completely
free to attend. In the music section, this year’s proposal will be even more open and designed
for the diversity of audiences that come to the festival.



LOrna arrives at Marisquifio as one of the defining voices of the music industry. The artist first
became interested in rap at just 11 years old, inspired by FMS freestyle battles. At 15, she
recorded her first track, marking the beginning of a career that quickly saw her spending more
time in recording studios than at school. She has collaborated with some of the strongest
names in the urban scene, from Yung Beef and Albany to Metrika. In 2025, she released her
long-awaited debut album, MISS-UNDERSTOOD, a 14-track project featuring production by
Kabasaki, Rico Rosa, Enry-K and Chus Santana, among others, with collaborations from Vampi,
Icy Vedo and Trapani. The album consolidated her position as one of the most original and
disruptive voices in today’s urban landscape.

El Virtual is known for an authentic style that combines introspective, honest and emotional
lyrics with sounds that move between hip-hop, trap and alternative rap. His music stands out
for exploring themes such as mental health, vulnerability, identity and personal growth. This
has earned him a powerful connection with his audience and the respect of the Spanish urban



scene, despite his youth. Since 2020, he has been touring relentlessly across Spain, establishing
himself as one of the most active artists of his generation.

Fresquito y Mango move between pop, indie and urban music with a fresh and catchy
identity. The duo has built its own universe, bringing together pop melodies, electronic music,
rumba and a carefree attitude. After becoming a viral phenomenon with the remix

of Mdndame un Audio, featuring Aitana, Fresquito y Mango land at Marisquifio with a bright,
celebratory live show, where they will present their new EP, La Férmula.
